The Public convened meeting of the Dawes County Board of Commissioners in regular session commenced at the hour of 9:00 A.M. on the 28th day of April, 2026 pursuant to public notice as required by law. Notice of said meeting was posted on the Dawes County website and published in the Crawford Clipper Newspaper.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vic Rivera. Board Members present were Walter Juhlin and Jake Stewart. Also present was Casey Keim, Dawes County Clerk; Adam Edmund, Deputy County Attorney; Lindy Coleman, Assessor; Celeste Cattin, Clerk of The District Court; Jeff Johns, Sheriff; and Sam Wellnitz, Treasurer. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by those present. Per LB 898, Commissioner Rivera announced the location of the Open Meetings Act located on the door by the United States Flag. Copies of the Act are available upon request.  
Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve the agenda as presented. Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 
Minutes of the April 14, 2026 Commissioner Meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve the minutes as presented. Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.
 Monthly fee/mileage reports of the various departments were approved by general consent of the Board. Claims were reviewed. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve all claims.  Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.  
No correspondence was submitted for Commissioner review.

At 9:05 A.M. Public comment was opened. No comment was made.
At 9:07 A.M. Board reports ensued.  Commissioner Stewart attended the NNDC meeting.  They are working on a new membership flier which will be for new loans and my members.  Stewart attended the NCAP meeting.  They approved the 2026 CSBG grant and the impasse policy procedures.  Stewart met with Region 23 and they are working on new updates for the Code Red program.
Commissioner Juhlin reported Panhandle Development Disability Service met and all is operating normal.  Juhlin attended the Office of Human Development meeting.  He says they have received reports of an increased number of scams targeting individuals with development disabilities.  They have brought in experts to offer trainings to educate about online scams.  Commissioner Juhlin reported the Area Aging Office has let go of two individuals and are hiring a forensic auditor to conduct an audit.
Commissioner Rivera attended the Region 1 meeting.  He reported everything is operating as normal.  
At 9:15 A.M. Mike Peterson with Viaero came before the Board to request a right of way use permit for work on Davenport Road to install fiber to their tower.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve the permit.  Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.  

At 9:20 A.M. Sheriff Jeff Johns came before the Board to discuss the procedure for an accident report.  The Sheriff’s Office can provide copies of accident reports.  Copies of criminal complaints or investigative reports can be requested from the County Attorney’s office.    
At 9:30 A.M. A discussion was opened on IT with the county.  The elected officials are currently working with Intralinks to identify options for consolidating IT infrastructure for the county departments to save on budgeting.

At 9:45 A.M. Region 1 Behavioral Health Authority presented a proclamation for May to be designated as Mental Health Month.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve the proclamation.  Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.  

At 9:50 A.M. Resolution 2026-12 was read to the Board to make a transfer of $9,500 from the County General Fund to the County Reappraisal Fund to cover a shortage in the budget. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve resolution 2026-12.  Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.  
There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 9:51 A.M. The next meeting of the Dawes County Commissioners will be held on May 11, 2026 beginning at 9:00 A.M. The meeting will be held in the Commissioner Room. The agenda will close at noon on May 7, 2026. All Resolutions adopted by the Dawes County Board of Commissioners are available for public inspection during normal business hours of the County Clerk’s Office.
