DAWES COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
The public convened meeting of the Dawes County Board of Commissioners in regular session commenced at the hour of 9:05 A.M. on the 11th day of May, 2026 pursuant to public notice as required by law. Notice of said meeting was posted on the Dawes County website and published in the Crawford Clipper Newspaper.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vic Rivera.  Board Members present were Jake Stewart and Walter Juhlin. Also present was Casey Keim, Dawes County Clerk; Wade Yada, Highway Superintendent; Adam Edmund, Deputy County Attorney; Lindy Coleman, Assessor; and Sam Wellnitz, Treasurer. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by those present. Per LB 898, Commissioner Rivera announced the location of the Open Meetings Act located on the door by the United States Flag. Copies of the Act are available upon request.  
Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the agenda as presented. Roll call vote, Ayes: Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 
Minutes of the April 28, 2026 Commissioner Meeting were reviewed. A clerical error in NCAP’s board report was corrected. Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the minutes as amended. Roll call vote, Ayes: Juhlin, Stewart, Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.
 Monthly fee/mileage reports of the various departments were approved by general consent of the Board. Claims were reviewed. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve all claims.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 
At 9:10 A.M. Public comment was opened.  No comment was made.
At 9:10 A.M. Sharon Rickenbach, President of the Dawes County Museum, present to the Board what they are doing at the museum.  They are continuing to grow and are hoping to add an aviation exhibit in the future as aviation has been a big part of Dawes County.  The Dawes County Board of Commissioners invites everyone to visit the museum.  Sharon reminded the public that admission to the museum is free.  She also informed the next garden party will be on June 14th with a focus on local heroes.  
At 9:20 A.M. Dawes County Tourism Director, Kerri Rempp came before the Board.  She presented two grant requests.  First was Fur Trade Days, Inc. in the amount of $1,500.  The second was for Crawford Area Chamber of Commerce for the Crawford 4th of July Celebration in the amount of $950.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve both grants as presented.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. The Board also reviewed two candidates for the Dawes County Tourism Board.   The decision will be made between those candidates at the May 26th Commissioner meeting.

At 9:25 A.M. Highway Superintendent Wade Yada provided road updates.  District one is continuing to maintain roads.  District two is also continuing to maintain roads.  District three is hauling rock on Saw Log and Lemmon Roads and rebuilding on Dodd Road.  Monday May 18th the road department is planning on replacing planks on the bridge on Airport Road which will close the road while they are working.   A right of way permit was presented from Lumen/Century Link to bore under Airport Road to run new fiber to Chadron Airport.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve Lumen/Century Link’s permit.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 

At 9:35 A.M. Terry Pieper was recognized for his service to the county.  The Board wishes all the best to Terry in his future endeavors.  

At 9:40 A.M. The NACO group Health Plan Renewal was presented to the Board.  Commissioner Stewart recommended keeping the same deductible level the county is currently offering.  The rate increased by 4.68% from the previous year.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve the group renewal.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 
There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 9:40 A.M. The next meeting of the Dawes County Commissioners will be held on May 26th, 2026 beginning at 9:00 A.M. The meeting will be held in the Commissioner Room. The agenda will close at noon on May 21st, 2026. All Resolutions adopted by the Dawes County Board of Commissioners are available for public inspection during normal business hours of the County Clerk’s Office.
