DAWES COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
The public convened meeting of the Dawes County Board of Commissioners in regular session commenced at the hour of 9:05 A.M. on the 14th day of April, 2026 pursuant to public notice as required by law. Notice of said meeting was posted on the Dawes County website and published in the Crawford Clipper Newspaper.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vic Rivera.  Board Members present were Jake Stewart and Walter Juhlin. Also present was Casey Keim, Dawes County Clerk; Wade Yada, Highway Superintendent; Adam Edmund, Deputy County Attorney; and Sam Wellnitz, Treasurer. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by those present. Per LB 898, Commissioner Rivera announced the location of the Open Meetings Act located on the door by the United States Flag. Copies of the Act are available upon request.  
Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the agenda as presented. Roll call vote, Ayes: Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 
Minutes of the March 24th, 2026 Commissioner Meeting were reviewed. Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the minutes as amended. Roll call vote, Ayes: Juhlin, Stewart, Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried.
 Monthly fee/mileage reports of the various departments were approved by general consent of the Board. Claims were reviewed. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve all claims with the exception of Claim 26040118 to River A Holdings in the amount of $8994.30.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to Approve Claim 26040118 to River A Holdings in the amount of $8994.30.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart and Juhlin. Nays:  None. Abstained:  Rivera.  Motion carried.
At 9:10 A.M. Public comment was opened.  Austin Danielson advised that in future bid lettings for snow removal it would be beneficial for the County to add more details to the contract for what the expectation is and how to handle issues which arise after a snow removal has been completed.
At 9:15 A.M. Jack Rembrandt addressed the Board.  He asked why Swann was using County equipment?  He stated it is frustrating when SWANN can hire a contractor who has the same equipment.  Commissioner Stewart advised that State statute 13-801 and 13-803 allow for the usage of County equipment by a sanitary district as part of the Interlocal Cooperation Act.  Jake advised that SWANN in kind returns equipment assistance when the Weed Department needs trucks unloaded the County uses SWANN equipment to assist with that.  
At 9:20 A.M. Tessa Reece with UNL Extension came before the Board to request an Intern for the summer.  The position would be a part time position lasting for 12 weeks at $15.00/hr for 20-30 hours per week.  Tessa explained it would be a good opportunity for experience, recruitment, and coverage.  She also requested that the Board consider budgeting $6,000 per year for future internships.  Commissioner Stewart said he would be in favor of an intern but it needs to be focused on the Dawes County 4-H program not on other programs like nutrition or child development.  Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Juhlin, moved to approve hiring an intern for Dawes County 4-H.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Juhlin, and Rivera. Nays:  None. Abstained:  Rivera.  Motion carried.
At 9:27 A.M. Highway Superintendent Wade Yada provided road updates for the three road districts.  District one is set to be working on Beaver Valley Rd. District two is patching on River Rd.  District three is working on Sawlog Rd.  On April 20th the County will be closing W. Ash Creek Rd. to complete a road straightening project.
At 9:30 A.M. The Dawes County Tourism Board presented six grants for consideration.  Northwest Nebraska Trails Association for the Spring 2026 Volksmarch in the amount of $400.00.  Peabody Hale Fiddle Contest in the amount of $750.00.  Old West Trail Rodeo in the amount of $2,000.00.  Western Wildlife Art Show in the amount of $1,000.00.  Classics in the Park in the amount of $2,000.00.  White River Wacupi in the amount of $1,000.00.  Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the grant amounts as presented.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays:  None.  Motion carried.  
At 9:35 A.M. A surplus request for a Kyocera copier, tag #1787, was presented for surplus to electronic recycling by the public defender’s office.  Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve surplus request.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays:  None.  Motion carried.  
At 9:37 A.M. Branden Martens spoke with the Board in regard to the fire ban implemented in the county.  He said he feels we should go back to the status quo before the burn ban was put in place.  He said we are still in a drought but the fire chiefs have good communication with the public.  Brian Prosser addressed the board and said he felt the communication on this ban was handled poorly.  He felt there should have been an end or revisitation date set not an open-ended ban.  Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to sign resolution 2026-11 to lift the ban on open burning in Dawes County.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays:  None.  Motion carried.
At 9:51 A.M. Caleb Johnson with J13 Enterprises called in to address a budget shortage in the 1100 Reappraisal fund.    Caleb said the county will need to do an amendment to the budget which we will do on the June 9th meeting.  This will also need a public hearing which we will also schedule for the June 9th meeting.  The funds transfer to cover the expenses will come from the County’s general fund.
At 10:05 A.M. Ryan Powers with the USDA came before the Board to request an amendment to the current Wildlife Services contract.  They are requesting to create a separate expense coding for aircraft maintenance flat rate expense.  This will be a $145.00 per hour rate which will help with aircraft maintenance.  Commissioner Juhlin, seconded by Stewart, moved to approve the contract amendment.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Juhlin, Stewart, and Rivera. Nays:  None.  Motion carried.

At 10:20 A.M. Commissioner Rivera opened discussion on the proposed courthouse project.  He informed the Board that most of his constituents he has spoken with have not been in favor of the project and that there is a lack of details which keeps coming up.  Without knowing the costs involved there is not support for a project.  He asked the Clerk of the District Court, Celeste Cattin if we could explore utilizing our space within the footprint of the current building more efficiently.  Celeste said she thought we would be able to explore that option.  

At 10:40 A.M. Commissioner Stewart opened discussion about I.T. at the county.  He informed that we are having a meeting with Intralinks on Monday April 20th and encouraged all elected officials in the county to attend to discuss our concerns.  We will meet again with the Board in regard to I.T. once that meeting has taken place.  

There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 10:45 A.M. The next meeting of the Dawes County Commissioners will be held on April 28th, 2026 beginning at 9:00 A.M. The meeting will be held in the Commissioner Room. The agenda will close at noon on April 23rd, 2026. All Resolutions adopted by the Dawes County Board of Commissioners are available for public inspection during normal business hours of the County Clerk’s Office.
