DAWES COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
The Public convened meeting of the Dawes County Commissioners in regular session commenced at the hour of 9:017 A.M. on the 24th day of October, 2023 pursuant to public notice as required by law. The meeting was called to order by Chairman Webb Johnson. Board Members present were Vic Rivera and Jake Stewart. Also present was Cheryl Feist, Dawes County Clerk, Wade Yada, Highway Superintendent and Adam Edmund, Deputy County Attorney. Per LB 898, Commissioner Johnson announced the location of the Open Meetings Act located on the door by the United States Flag. Copies of the Act are available upon request. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Rivera to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote, Ayes:  Stewart, Johnson and Rivera.  Nays:  None.  Motion carried.  Motion by Commissioner Rivera, seconded by Stewart, to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2023 regular meeting as published. Roll call vote, Ayes: Johnson, Rivera and Stewart. Nays: None. Motion carried. Claims were reviewed. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Rivera, moved to pay all claims with the exception of claim#23100282 payable to River A Holdings in the total amount of $3498.75. Roll call vote, Ayes: Rivera, Stewart and Johnson. Nays: None. Motion carried. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Johnson, moved to pay claim#23100282 payable to River A Holdings in the total amount of $3498.75. Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart and Johnson with Rivera abstaining from the vote. Nays: None. Motion carried. Correspondence acknowledged by the Board was an invitation received from RSVP. There being no one present for public comment, Board Reports ensued to wit: Rivera: Region 1 Mental Health and Panhandle Public Health cancelled meetings. Stewart: NCAP audit was clean. In addition to the audit a CSBG oversight review was done. For every $1.00 spent, $.87 cents go to client support. Dawes County Fairgrounds will be the site for a food pantry on October 24, 2023 beginning at 5:00 P.M. Johnson: RSVP held a sidewalk sale during the cattle call with the rest of the meeting business as usual. Area Aging is still trying to figure out if they want to build or rent. Their audit is next month. PADD informed Commissioner Johnson that CDBG funds can be used for ADA projects. OHD got rid the trailer and bought a group home. Appreciation Days were also held. The Board recessed at 9:50 A.M. and reconvened to regular session at 10:03 A.M. 

At 10:03 Wade Yada, Highway Superintendent, presented road updates to wit: District 1 all of Bartlett Road should be graveled this week, then onto Davenport Road. District 2 has been working on Marchant Road. Camp Norwesca Road also has issues with portions of the road collapsing. Long Road is being graveled then onto Deadhorse Road for a project. This District is still down 1 crew member. District 3 is hauling on Ferguson Road this week. Pete is helping where ever he is needed on projects. The Road 50 site study is complete and will be reviewed by County Attorney, Adam Edmund. The Commissioners are reminding people to start preparing for inclement weather. Be prepared to stay home or stay at a friend’s home to ensure your safety during the winter months. In other business the Board reviewed and approved by general consent the monthly fee/mileage reports of the various departments. A surplus request from Communications was reviewed by the Board. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Rivera, moved to approve the surplus listing of equipment. Roll call vote, Ayes: Rivera, Stewart and Johnson. Nays: None. Motion carried. The Roads Department also has surplus equipment. Once the Roads Department surplus equipment listing is approved, items from the Communications Department and Roads Department will be advertised by sealed bid. 

At 10:16 A.M. Sam Wellnitz, Treasurer, met with the Board. He reported that Jake Stewart will need to be removed from the signature card at Nebraska Bank and Webb Johnson will provide the necessary credentials to have his name added to the signature card at Nebraska Bank. In other business, Mr. Wellnitz discussed two delinquent personal property parcels which have been delinquent for fifteen (15) years. Discussion ensued with the Board. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Rivera, moved to direct the Treasurer to write-off the two (2) delinquent personal property parcels. Roll call vote, Ayes: Stewart, Johnson and Rivera. Nays: None. Motion carried. 

At 10:43 A.M. Randy Cullers, Attorney, met with the Board. Also present was Lindy Coleman, Assessor.  He discussed a conservation land exchange between MJD Ranch located in Dawes County and Jancik’s located in Sheridan County. The amount of land involved with the exchange is 7.91 acres. The 7.91 acres being exchanged requires Dawes County to release 7.91 acres in the MJD Ranch conservation easement. Dawes County will lose 7.91acres of conservation land in Dawes County to Sheridan County. The land exchange is per court order. Commissioner Stewart, seconded by Rivera, moved for partial release of conservation easement land located in Dawes County and directed the Chairman to sign such. Roll call vote, Ayes; Johnson, Rivera and Stewart. Nays: None. Motion carried.  
            There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 11:00 A.M.
The next meeting of the Dawes County Commissioners will be held on November 14, 2023 beginning at 9:00 A.M. with a Board of Equalization Meeting followed by the Commissioner’s meeting at approximately 9:20 A.M. Both meetings will be held in the Commissioner Room. The agenda will close at noon on November 09, 2023. All Resolutions adopted by the Dawes County Board of Commissioners are available for public inspection during normal business hours of the County Clerk’s Office.
